The Advanced and Proficiency examinations are proof of the higher level of oral and 
written comprehension required of students wishing to attend British universities. The advantage of these 
examinations from the student's viewpoint is that the course requirements are very clearly defined and the student 
is assured of a balanced programme of listening and reading comprehension, oral and written work.  

IELTS Preparation 
The College also prepares students for IELTS examinations which have equivalent status but where the course 
content is less well-defined.  Students preparing for IELTS follow the same syllabus as the Cambridge courses 
followed by a short period of specialised IELTS tuition and practice tests.

Accommodation 
Accommodation is provided in a local host-family. The host-families we use for long stay students are 
selected according to their convenient location, space in which to live and study and also their excellent 
hospitality. We want you to feel at home in your host-family and for you to communicate as much as 
possible. Your host-family will provide all your meals and will meet you when you arrive at the airport. 
Also included with host-family accommodation is our school bus which takes you to and from your home 
to school every day. 
 
For long stay students who prefer to have more independence, there is the option of booking your host 
family for the first two weeks only. After this the College will help you look for alternative accommodation. 
However, you should be aware that a flat or room in a shared house could end up costing as much as a 
host-family but without the meals and school bus.
