and departure, while the coll ege provides free daily transport to and from school. All the host
families receive regular visits from our accommodation officer and are expected to provide a
decent standard of comfort and hospitality. Students are encouraged to communicate with

their ho st-family to improve their English and learn more about the British way of life.
Alternatively there are numerous hotels in the nearby village of St Aubin with prices ranging

from £30 - £60 per person per night (bed & breakfast).
